HANDLING, STORAGE AND
INSTALLATION GUIDELINES

1. Lift and bring down panels at its horizontal sides. Lifting may require
two to three persons for longer panels.

2. Panels should be stored in dry, shaded and good ventilated area.
Avoid contact with wet lumber, soil or chemical contamination. Provide

3. When panels become wet during storage, separate without delay,
remove surface moisture with clean cloth and stack so air can
circulate and complete the drying process.

5. Roof structures and frames must be properly anchored.

6. The spacing of the purlins must conform to the module distance
required for the profile. Ensure that all purlins are in one plane and

7. Adjust the purlins at the gutter eaves line by considering the thickness

8. Gutters must be installed first prior to the installation of roofing panels.

9. Always align the panels before anchoring to the purlins. For the
proper alignment of panels, make sure that the first panel to be laid
out properly aligned with the gutter line. Run a string from the edge of
the first panel laid out across the last panel to be installed, align and
fasten all the rest of the panels using the string line reference.
